Plain Wall

Steps:

Choose what type of puppets you want. How about your favourite Bible character?
Draw outlines for your puppets on the cardboard and cut them out.
Use sticky tape to attach a skewer to the back of each of your puppets.

Put the lamp on the floor or on a table. Point it at the wall and turn it on.

Turn off other lights and close the curtains.

Hold your puppets between the light and the wall. Can you see a shadow on the wall?

Move the puppets between the light and the wall to make the shadow different sizes.
